What is Soul Purpose?
In 2004, Soul Survivor ran a social action mission to London called Soul in the City.  Thousands of young people descended on the capital to demonstrate God’s love in practical ways.  Groups from Shrewsbury who attended felt that God was calling them to do something similar (though on a smaller scale!) in our town.  Youth and their leaders from across town got together and Soul Purpose was born.  We use the Church of the Holy Spirit, Harlescott as our base – and work in conjunction with them, Hope Church and the Church in the Meet Place.  In 2005, 50 young people were involved; now we regularly have well over 100 – and wait to see what God has in store for SP19!  Soul Purpose is open to any young person in school year 9 or over (roughly 14 years of age).

What does a typical Soul Purpose day look like?
We meet together at 10am for worship, prayer and teaching.  This year’s theme is ‘Take Courage.’  We then have lunch together, before spending the afternoon in our small teams on various social action projects.  After a de-brief back at base there’s time to return home for a shower before evening projects begin.  These are events for the whole community – in the past we’ve run family discos, a ceilidh, an evangelistic evening for teenagers and the famous Soul Purpose pig roast!

What sort of projects might I be involved in?
It’s almost impossible to say this early on….because Soul Purpose tries to respond to the immediate needs of the community.  But there’s likely to be gardening, litter picks, street cafés, kids’ fun days and possibly some art projects.  We hope to give you more details at the launch service on 28th April, 7.00pm at Christ Church, Bayston Hill (please note this different venue to usual!)

What’s an Associate Leader?
The afternoons are spent in small teams that are made up of around five young people with a Small Team Leader (over 21) and an Associate Leader (aged 18-20).  As an Associate Leader you’d be working with the team leader to organise and supervise the group.  You’ll have a different T-shirt to readily identify you as having a greater responsibility than other delegates.  At no time would we expect you to have sole responsibility for the group – this remains with the Small Team Leader.  We’d be delighted if you would help us to run Soul Purpose in this way.

What about all the legal stuff?
Soul Purpose has £5million public liability from Ecclesiastical Insurers.  We also have £10million employers liability insurance.  All our projects are risk assessed, and these are reviewed daily with small team leaders.  All the adults with whom you come into direct contact have CRB checks endorsed by their Church Leaders.  Soul Purpose operates under the Trinity Churches Safeguarding Policy and also has the backing of the local council and police.

What if I’ve got any more questions?
